A force of over 300 volunteers, GOONJ, has built 
up a network of over 100 grassroot organizations, panchayats, Ashoka fellows, social 
activists & units of Indian army in rural India.  Organizations from other countries 
are also showing keen interest in replicating the GOONJ model. 
 
With this we start a new chapter in Quippo, by providing old/new clothes to 
someone needy on a regular basis.
